ON SUNDAY MAY 30TH AT 12:18 PM, THE WISCONSIN STATE PATROL WAS REQUESTED BY
THE WAUKESHA COUNTY SHERIFF'S OFFICE TO INVESTIGATE A MINOR TRAFFIC CRASH
INVOLVING A VILLAGE OF SUSSEX FIRE DEPARTMENT VEHICLE AND ANOTHER LEGALLY
PARKED CIVILIAN VEHICLE. THE INVESTIGATION DETERMINED THAT THE OPERATOR OF
